COURSE OBJECTIVES:
· To further refine ones personal direction towards a unified body of work. 

· Develop advanced techniques required to becoming a professional studio potter.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:
1. You are required to keep a sketch/ drawing book to document your ideas and work, it will be checked periodically. Use it to log in your time and accomplishments. 

2. You are required to mix your own engobes, stains, and glazes. Clay and chemicals are provided.

3. You are required to produce a body of work exhibiting your level of mastery of a number of skills including clay construction, decoration and kiln firing.

4. You are required to participate in group critiques. There will be both individual and group critiques.  Dates  will be announced well ahead of time to give you ample time to  prepare.

5. Write a paper on a contemporary Ceramic Artist and do a presentation on his/her work.

EXPECTED TIME INVESTMENT: 
The amount of time I expect you to invest in this 3 credit course is 9 hours per week. Our class meets for 3 hours per week therefore the MINIMUM hours required outside of class are six per week. There will be a sign up sheet posted in the room for you to sign when you come in for these hours. I consider these 6 hours when evaluating the work you produce. Your Sketchbook documentation and the body of work you present at the end of the semester should show that you have invested a minimum of 9 hours per week for 16 weeks (144 hours).

GRADING:
Your final grade will be derived from your creative body of work (craftsmanship, function, creativity, etc.) research project/s (written and presented to the class), class participation, sketchbook and care of the studio. 
STUDIO EQUIPMENT:


Be extremely careful with the studio equipment. Do not attempt to use any until you have been shown the proper way to run it. Some of the equipment is very dangerous.

STUDIO CARE AND CLEAN-UP 
Use the studio and its equipment to its full advantage, but do not abuse it. All equipment, pug mill, wheels, tables, bats, ...etc. including floors, must be washed clean after every use. For proper clean up, wipe area with a clean sponge, rinse sponge and wipe again. Student failing to clean up after themselves will have their grade lowered and can be dismissed from class. Periodically we will take time during class to team clean the area. If every one cleans up after themselves this will not be necessary.

SUPPLIES: You are responsible for obtaining your own tools, there is a tool box that I keep in the Ceramics lab that you are welcomed to. Be sure you clean and return them. Everyone should acquire the following items:

Clay: make purchases at bookstore for 50-lbs. Bring slip to me and I will give you the clay.

Work to be fired (greenware) will be stored in kiln room. Bisque ware can be stored in gray cabinets in kiln room and also in storage room by ceramics office
