Things to do this semester: 

Put a time line together as to when you will be completing/presenting/providing the following and bring to me as soon as possible.

· Provide official letter/agreement of show location.

· Provide a time outline for your exhibition, (opening date and times, show duration).

· Present postcard/show announcement proof for approval prior to printing.

· Meet with your committee for approval of creative work prior to show date.

· Document the work produced, (slides or photos) to include in your paper for reference

· Complete body of work.

· Apply for graduation before the deadline.

Paper:

· Re-structure the proposal in past tense, (I did, I experimented…)

· Add a list to your list of illustrations of the documented work from your show.

· Add the section, “Discussion of Work” or something that goes along the same lines. In this chapter you will be writing about the work produced and how it answers the statement of the problem and the methodology. Make sure you cover everything you proposed to do and refer to specific work that deals with your writing. The works referenced should be in the form of slides or photos added to your paper.

· Add the section, “Conclusion” to your paper. This section should express your final thoughts on your creative work and maybe where you plan to go.

· Submit the first draft with ample time for me to read it and  make suggestions if needed, ( two-three weeks before your final exam date) 

· Submit two bound copies of your completed approved paper to be submitted to the Grad School
